Educators will remind children that one child
is allowed on a time on the single seat swings
and a maximum of 5 children on the bigger
round swing. Educators will be positioned
near the swing area when being used at the
equipment, otherwise, the area will remain
closed. Children will also be reminded and
directed by Educators to line up for the
swings on the side and to wait until swings
come to a halt before hopping on and
switching with other children.
