Educators will remind children that one child
is allowed on a time on the single seat
rocking equipemtn and a maximum of 2
children on the see-saw. Children will also be
reminded and directed by Educators to line
up for the equipment along the fence side
and to only approach once equipment has
come to a stand-still. Children will also be
remidned that the see-saw is only to be used
when sitting and not to stand on the middle
section or on the seats.
